® Purpose of the Establishment

The Origin of the Sumitomo Group of Enterprises goes back fo the latter of the
17™ century, when its copper refine business started in Kyoto, then the capital of
Japan. In 1691, Tomoyoshi Sumitomo, the 4™ founder, obtained a concession of
the Besshi Copper Mine from the Tokugawa shogunate, which is the actual

foundation of today's Sumitomo Group of Enterprises.

The Sumitomo Foundation was established as a non-profit grant-making foundation
by the 20 Sumitomo group companies with the following mission in September 1991,

in commemoration of the 300™ anniversary of the Besshi Copper Mine.

- Researcher who is living outside Japan

period as a student or a visiting professor, etfc. is requested to decline the application.

(Awarded researcher must conduct the proposed research by himself or
herself.)

English or Japanese

® Expenses covered by the grant
